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When you use good listening skills, other people feel you are interested in what
they have to say.  They will want to be with you more because they know you care
about their feelings and opinions.  

A good listener is one who exhibits the following behaviors:

• Makes eye contact with the speaker

• Doesn’t interrupt 

• Acknowledges she is listening by saying "Oh," "I see," and "Uh huh" 

• Nods occasionally, indicating she understands what the speaker is saying

• Asks questions about what the speaker has said
